Provide a list of included documents and
the respective skills and knowledge that they prove, as well as suggested course equivalency, may
help reviewers to understand your experience and target credits to specific courses.

Applying for life experience credits and organizing a portfolio may take quite a bit of time. But, when
you compare it to the time you would have spent in class learning material that you’ve already

mastered, you'll be glad you took a few extra hours to get credit for what you already know.
